	NIH's scientific "Roadmap Initiative for Medical Research" debuted before almost 60 reporters Sept. 30, 2003, as the plan's chief cartographer, NIH di­rector Dr. EHas Zerhouni, called for a transformation in the way NIH con­ducts medical research so as to speed widely touted benchtop discoveries to the bedsides of patients not only in this country but also the world.
